Provide each group with an image and a hypothosis card. **Give an example using a US penny to identify that we can work with metal, wear specific clothing, facial hair, build large buildings, believe in a higher power etc…  
As students to trade images with a table and add their hypothosis to those same images.
Instruct students to identify where on the timeline these images should go.
What is not taped on the board can go in the card holder.
--Follow up with video review of mesopotamia (prepared prezi)

In groups, students will analyze the objects and make assumptions about the people that might have made the piece.
