  WHO IS BERTHE MARISOT?

Marisot comes from a wealthy family with an artist sister.  She is the only one to consider art her passion and career despite family's lack of support.  She furthers her education in the Paris school of the Arts, but is not allowed to study nude figures as a woman and has to seek training outside of the school.          

Marisot becomes a copyist in the Louvre like many of her female and male colleagues.  She befriends Edouard Monet and eventually marries his brother.  Marisot and Edouard Monet work closely together challenging each other and pushing the limits of their artistic comforts.  Marisot encourages Monet to stop using black as an outline color and Monet teaches her his techniques in turn.  Monet is even said to have changed one of her paintings before admitting it for her in a Paris exhibition.    

Marisot and Eugene Monet had one daughter, Julie, who came down with pneumonia at the age of fifteen.  Berthe Marisot died of the same disease after caring for her daughter.  

IMPACT:

· Successful Female artist of the 19th Century

· First Impressionist Female

· Painted her daily life

· Focused on the social restrictions of her gender

· Often painted on unprimed canvas

· Used vivid colors, less variety than her counterparts

· Used a great deal of white

· Brush strokes are bold and outline the figure
